first studied singing, then trumpet with Prof. Peter-Michael Krämer at the Liszt School of Music Weimar. He went on to engagements with the State Theatre Cottbus, the Rundfunk-Blasorchester Leipzig (Radio Concert Band Leipzig) and the Gera Philharmonic.
Since 1990, Jürgen Hartmann has been working as a freelance trumpeter and trumpet pedagogue. He plays in a wide variety of musical settings ranging from solo concerts with organ or orchestra accompaniment to performances with his own ensembles, such as the Hochfürstlich Sachsen-Weissenfelsische Hoftrompeten (Royal Court Trumpeters of Saxe-Weissenfels), the Ensemble musica laetitia and the Baroque Orchestra musica laetitia.
He is a regular guest in various renowned orchestras and chamber orchestras – the Leipzig Gewandhaus Bach Orchestra, the Leipzig Chamber Orchestra, the Thuringian Chamber Orchestra Weimar or the Handel Festival Orchestra Halle to name a few. His various concert trips have not only brought him to all parts of Germany but also to Russia, France, Greece, Italy, South America and to the USA. Because of his deep interest in the ventless trumpet he came to study natural trumpet with Prof. Friedemann Immer in Amsterdam. Today Jürgen Hartmann performs extensively in solo as well as chamber music settings at home and abroad. His forte lies in charming exquisite sounds out of the modern as well as the natural trumpet, and thus creating an intriguing, authentic juxtaposition of the different soundscapes.
